Clearly
the Hall at this time was the resort of various agriculturalists. (James Grigor 18117-1848
'Eastern Arboretum') 1841, “The grounds are much road-bound; and the entrance gates,
one of which is close to the mansion, are of that thin wiry iron which always creates a
prim and unpark-like effect more suited to a parsonage or suburban villa.”, while four
years later, Thomas Denny writes of the fine flock of Norfolk sheep in its park.
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
